EMERGENCY ESCAPE AND RESCUE WINDOW

Window wells required for emergency
escape and rescue shall have horizontal
dimensions that allow the door or
window of the emergency escape and
rescue opening to be fully opened. The
horizontal dimensions of the window
well shall provide a minimum net clear
area of 9 sq. ft. with a minimum
horizontal projection and width of 36
inches.

Window wells with a vertical depth of
greater than 44 inches below the
adjacent ground level shall be equipped
with a permanently affixed ladder or
step usable with the window in the fully
opened position.

SQUARE FEET

Ladders shall be a minimum of 12
inches wide inside, project at least 3
inches with a maximum of 6 inches and
rungs spaced no more than 18 inches
apart.

Bars, covers, grills, screens or similar
devices are permitted to be placed over
emergency escape and rescue
openings or window wells. Such devices
shall be releasable or removable from
the inside without the use of a key, tool
or great force.
